A) Environmental Academy: Students will gain an appreciation and understanding of nature, their surroundings, and world at large.  This learning is grounded in the Next Generation Science Learning Standards, ecosystems, and the biosphere.  Student interests, awareness, and knowledge of ecosystems services and sustainability will be enhanced. 
B) STEAM Academy:  Students will integrate science, technology, engineering, arts, and math through project-based learning.  Participants will be expected to engage their creativity, enhance their approach to problem-solving, develop communications, and critical thinking skills.  Students will deepen their understanding of math and science concepts through team building activities.  

C) Arts Academy:  Students will use artistic design to enhance their understanding of cultural exposure, creativity, social harmony, and appreciation of diversity.  Participants will take a proactive role in gaining exposure to the artistic techniques, theory, design, and practice.  Students will showcase their work and proudly present their craft.
